SEEDS & PLANTS – BUY AUSTRALIAN NATIVE SEEDS 
 
WE ALSO HAVE FANTASTIC TAGASASTE (TREE LUCERNE) SEED IN STOCK! 
Tagasaste (Chamaecytisus palmensis) is a fast growing, perennial, leguminous shrub or small tree, adapted 
to temperate regions with winter rains and extended dry summers. Tagasaste thrives on deep, infertile sandy 
soils (such as the on the Swan Coastal Plain of Western Australia) and if heavily pruned will become a multi-
stemmed bushy shrub. The black seeds have an oily feel and are in pods similar to pea pods. Also, its dense 
fibrous root system does not appear to wilt even in the worst of droughts.

Native to the Canary Islands (off the west coast of Africa), farmers traditionally depended on Tagasaste for 
fodder during long dry seasons. Similar to clovers, Tagasaste utilises soil bacteria to fix atmospheric 
nitrogen, which results in the leaves containing 20 to 40% protein, with no reported toxicity. Presently, 
Australian farmers are using the tree in cut and carry systems, since grazing animals, pigs and poultry 
readily consume its leaves.

          The Thresher       
The KIMSEED SEED THRESHER 2005 was designed to meet the requirements of research laboratories 
and seed merchants for a wide variety of seeds, where efficient threshing can save time and money. 
Two Models : Castor Wheel Model with locking brakes & High Floatation Wheel Model with hand pull bar. 
The new model features NO BELTS to change, VARISPEED THRESHING at the turn of a knob, 
VARIABLE AIR FLOW at the pull of a knob, Quick cleaning, with a fast action toggle lock door on the 
threshing chamber, Vacuuming facility for cleanup between samples, Dust extraction bag with clear 
collection bag to visually inspect contents, Larger range of metering screens (10 instead of 6 ), Screen 
Ejector for quick easy removal of metering screens, Large volume outlet on threshing chamber can be 
adjusted to fully closed and a Safety cut off switch when opening chamber door.  
Seed cleaning times reduced by opening the bottom flap and using the 22mm screen, allowing seed pods 
to be efficiently smashed open to release the seeds within without creating a large amount of small trash.

UNUSUAL MACHINES – This Hydromulcher was delivered to a mine site in Laos to 
stabilize soil on steep inclines next to their roads and mining activities. They use a mixture 
of newsprint, tackifier (see our Kimseed Polymer 17 tackifier under procurement), seeds, 
fertilizer and water to spray the exposed soils to stop erosion immediately and to generate 
vigorous growth of grass and other covers from the seeds.
