SEEDS & PLANTS — BUY AUSTRALIAN NATIVE SEEDS

Sandalwood (Santalam spicatum) is a tree native to southern Western Australia and South
Australia. It can be grown in the wheatbelt for its valuable timber. Although it is slow growing, the
wood is highly sought after and fetches a high price.

Sandalwood is a parasitic
plant that requires a host to
survive. The sandalwood tree
uses the host plant to
increase its uptake of
nutrients and water. The
hosts that promote the best
sandalwood growth are
Acacia acuminata (jam) in the
wheatbelt, and Acacia aneura
(mulga) in the goldfields and
north of the State. Other host

are:
Acacia scierosperma (Limestone
wattle)
Acacia tetragonophylla (Curara)
Allocasuarina campestris
(Tamma)

. Allocasuarina huegeliana (Rock

Santalum acuminatum sheoak) Santalum murrayanum

MACHINERY — KIMSEED BRUSH HARVESTER

Front view Rear view
The Kimseed Brush Harvester provides a simple and effective means of harvesting grass
seeds. As the harvester moves through the pasture, ripened seed is combed upwards off
the plants and thrown rearwards into a catchment hopper
The harvester gives a relatively clean sample which requires minimal cleaning and processing
Model available is the wheel mounted 2 metre wide unit. Can be towed by tractor or 4WD
Lifting by Tractor’s Hydraulic System or by 12 V battery operated Electro Hydraulic Unit

UNUSUAL MACHINES — The Land Imprinter (from an article by Dr. G. Gintzburger)

The "Land Imprinter" is a heavy roller (2-3 tones) which surface is transversally grooved with
corner iron. It imprints alternate 100 cm long grooves, 7-8 cm wide and 3-6 cm deep depending
upon soil humidity. Seeds are dropped in front (when the soil is dry) or behind (when the soil is
wet) the grooved roller. The advantage of this machine over the pitting machine is that it does not
destroy the native vegetation as it rolls ever the remaining vegetation. The "Land imprinter" is
towed behind a small 40-65 HP tractor. The land imprinter is mostly used on light soils, mostly wet
sandy-loam or loamy soils.
